Otherwise we will meet at the usual time of 9.30am for a 10am start.  Lunch will on the way.   

Information about the ride from Craig & Megan 

Yesterday, Megan & I drove around the track that we intend to take on this day.

We feel that it will be better to keep everyone together in one group rather than have two separate groups at various stages of the trip.
We have decided to have lunch on top of the hill or near abouts where we had a photo taken & not where we had lunch last year.
We have decided to cut out the immediate area where the Quarry is situated as we feel that is  too dangerous for carts.
There is still plenty of scrubland that will be utilised & will only shorten the ride by about 2 klms.
The only spot we are concerned about is the pinch immediately before the last years lunch spot as it is steep toward the last 30 metres.
However with a bit of care I think it will fine.
The total trip will be approx 20 klms. Probably a good idea to shoe the horses or wear boots as it is fairly stoney at times.
There is a heap of emus in a couple of paddocks just before lunch & might have to hunt them away as they are sitting on eggs.

If anyone wishes to camp the Saturday night before please let me know.

FROM GRENFELL TO PINNACLE HOMESTEAD

Travel West on Mid Western Hwy toward West Wyalong for 8 klms.
Turn Right (North) on The Henry Lawson Way toward Forbes. Travel for 5 Klms until “Nags Head Bridge”. 

(No this is not a joke) Turn Left immediately over the Bridge onto the Pinnacle Rd. Travel for about 22 Klms until you get to Goode’s Ln on your Right & then Hoctors Ln on your Left. There will also be a sign at Hoctors Ln saying “Guinea Pig Races”  Start Slowing Down cause your nearly there. Keep going straight ahead for about another One Klm over the hill in front of you & through the S Bends. 

The Pinnacle Turn Off will be on your Right. 

A Mail Box there will have “R & V Walsh, Pinnacle” written on it. And if you’re really nice I might even have a HORSE RIDE sign hanging off it. Turn into this dirt Rd for about 500 Metres till you get to the end.

Turn to your Right & The Pinnacle Homestead will be fair in front of you about 400 metres away.

FROM FORBES TO PINNACLE HOMESTEAD

Travel from Forbes to Grenfell on The Henry Lawson Way for approx 45 klms until you get to a road on your Right that says Mortray Rd. This sign will also say WIRRINYA 32 KLMS.
(On your way to the Mortray Rd you will go past Wilcox Ln on your Right & Matchett’s Rd on your Left.

When you go past Matchett’s Rd you have about 6 Klms to travel before you come to The Bald Hills Rd, which will be on your Left. PUT THE BRAKES ON cause about Two Hundred Metres up the road on your Right is the Mortray Rd turn off.

Turn Right onto the Mortray Rd & travel for approx 10 or 11 or 12 Klms (WATCH OUT FOR THE KANGAROOS!!!!)   until you come to an intersection. On your Right is the Rd to Garema. DON’T GO THIS WAY Instead turn left onto the Pinnacle Rd & travel for approx 2.5 Klms.

On your right, on top of the hill in front of you next to the road, is a home with the property name of “TABOR” written on it. PUT THE BRAKES ON AGAIN !!! cause just over the hill about Two Hundred Metres down the road on your Left is the Pinnacle Turn Off 

A Mail Box there will have “R & V Walsh, Pinnacle” written on it. And if you’re really nice I might even have a HORSE RIDE sign hanging off it. Turn into this dirt Rd for about 500 Metres till you get to the end.

Turn to your Right & The Pinnacle Homestead will be fair in front of you about 400 metres away.
