Ride Report

Mumbulla Mt ride – Saturday 20th March
In beautiful weather 6 club members joined Trevor Pearce and his two children for the ride to Mumbulla Falls for a planned BBQ lunch. After crossing some open grazing land, the track headed up into the forest and we climbed through the hills following old fire trails and bush bashing in places where the track disappeared under the burden of fallen timber, leaves and wash outs from the recent rains. Unfortunately, after some hours of easy going, we lost the track on a steep and somewhat rocky section heading down the hillside towards the falls area. Despite two forays into the scrub, one on horses and one on foot, no tracks were found and we were forced to backtrack to the top of the ridge where we rejoined the firetrail. We shared the few lunches that had made their way into saddle bags – some people had offloaded their food into the support car that was waiting for us at the falls. After some fun with mobile phones and phone numbers, a message was left for the support car to be notified that we wouldn’t be making it to the falls for the BBQ! Luckily Leone had a big bag of Anzac biscuits to fuel us up for the ride back to the farm.
However, as we crossed a grassy paddock only 30minutes from our destination we had to face the demands of an injury from a nasty fall.
