Howitt High Plains Ride – Dec

For me, the trip to Mt. Howitt began on Friday 29th, travelling from Chelsea in the early afternoon to arrive at Glenmaggie for an overnight stopover with friends, then  travelling on to Licola Saturday morning. From there, Ken, Susan and I travelled in convoy to Howitt Hut, approx 80ks from the small township of Licola. Although the unmade road seemed to be a hard all weather surface, there were occasional corrugations and pot holes which demanded our attention as the road appeared to continue on forever. “Are we there yet??” ……. and then all of a sudden we were! 





On Saturday afternoon and evening we shared The Howitt Hut camping area and large horse paddock with Kevin Higgins who was running a commercial horse riding adventure for approx 30 patrons. He advised us that the beautiful weather we were enjoying was due to change on Wednesday ~ torrential rain and the likely hood of snow on Thursday ~ and that he would be adjusting his riding plans to suit the severe weather prediction and advised us to do the same.

The further we travelled the more interesting the terrain became and the views of valleys and rugged rocky mountains that suddenly appeared as we emerged from sheltered tracks can only be described as awesome and breathtaking.
